The film, which was partially financed by a grant from the Fund for Santa Barbara, documents

a historic day in Santa Barbara's protest history with an unprecedented, jaw dropping March

down the middle of  State Street on what would otherwise have been a quiet Saturday

afternoon of shopping and lattes culminating in a rousing rally in the courthouse sunken

gardens of Santa Barbara with impassioned speeches from local poverty stricken families,

Homeless activists, the local ACLU plus famed Earth activist Julia Butterfly Hill.

The film captures the passionate energy of the Santa Barbara community standing up for their

constitutional rights with rousing chants, colorful banners and colorfully dressed protestors

giving the film a "60's" vibe.

The film also features music from local band "The Messengers", a soundtrack by local band

"Cowboy Surfer", background music by "El Son del Pueblo" plus interesting graphics and

pictures of the Santa Barbara area including the famous theater district and Hope Ranch.

In 1998, Stu Shulman was instrumental in helping the city of Carpinteria raise $4 million in 4

months to save a cherished 52 acre coastal bluff property on sacred Chumash ground

encompassing a harbor seal rookery.

Shulman produced a television commercial, radio spots, web pages and single handedly

raised the funds for a boat ride along the bluffs which led directly to $1.5 million in grants and

loans from the California Conservancy.

He has also written for MusicDish magazine in NYC, manages the website for the

Historic Lobero Theater in Santa Barbara, heads up production for Golden Eagle Video, leads

the band "Cowboy Surfer" and runs Seedless Records and Films.
